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Families with children of all ages are welcome at St. Charles Borromeo parish!  We recognize that a spirit of prayerfulness is sometimes a challenge when dealing with small active children, so we offer a variety of options to make your Sunday experience and theirs more fulfilling.
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The “Family Room” at the South side of the church is open during all of the Masses.  Speakers from the sound system allow you to hear and participate in the Mass.  A rocking chair, changing table and restroom are available.
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For children ages 1 through preschool, there is a nursery available during the 11:00 Mass.  It is located in room 15A and is staffed by participating parents and helpers with a ratio of four children to one adult. Room 15A is located in the school building east of the gym, on the right hand side about half way up the hall.  A Mass Greeter can guide you. 
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Children in grades K through 6 are invited to take part in Liturgy of the Word for Children during the 11:00 Mass.  Children leave the church after the opening prayer and go to the Parish Center where catechists proclaim the gospel in simple terms, reinforcing the message with discussion, ritual, and drama. Sessions begin October 7th and are each Sunday.

Of course, we also offer excellent Faith Formation classes and sacramental preparation programs. Sessions are Sunday mornings 9:45-10:45 and these begin October 7th. To register or for more information, please contact Joan Winchester (503 281-6461, or joanw@stcharlespdx.org.
